1. Create and use a storyboard that should include the following elements:
Title, Author, Main characters, Setting, Plot summary, Conflict, Solution or resolution,
Author’s purpose, Tone or mood

2. Produce a one to two page newspaper that includes at least four of the following
components:

An article in which the main events of the book are summarized in at least one well
developed paragraph

A brief article with a catchy title describing the main character with a drawing of the
character in a scene.

An article proposing a new ending for the book

An advice column where the main character writes a short letter seeking advice about
the major problem faced in the story

A book review (of the book being reported on) explaining likes, dislikes and
recommendations

An editorial giving an opinion about an issue related to the book and taking a position
Apolitical cartoon that represents your feelings about a particular event that occurred in
the book

Other incidentals to fill up the space such as ads, Crosswords, word searches, riddles,
all relating to the story your diary entries.

Prepare a TV or radio broadcast of the book’s plot.

3. Create a PowerPoint presentation that includes the following components:

Author and title of the book *A brief synopsis of the story
At least 3 slides focusing on the main characters in the story
At least 7 slides focusing on the plot (events) in the story
