Graduation Information and Guidelines 

Kindergarten 

 
Graduation Ceremony is Friday May 25, 2012

From 6:00-8:00 pm 

 Graduates must be dressed in full graduation attire with cap and gown.  All graduates must arrive no later 

than 5:00 pm for rehearsals. The ceremony will start at 6:00 pm, insha’Allah. 

 

1) IF YOU DO NOT PLAN TO PARTICIPATE IN GRADUATION, you must notify your homeroom 

teacher no later than January 30, 2012.  Otherwise, your participation will be confirmed and the 

graduation fees will be assessed.  

     

4) Fees-a graduation fee of $40 for Kindergarten graduates to cover the cost of the cap, gown, and class t-

shirt is due by February 14, 2012.  After February 14 parent’s account will be assessed the indicated 

amount.  

  

5) Cap, Gown, and Dress Code Not adhering to the graduation dress code can result in your not 

participating in graduation.  The Cap and Gown will be sent home with the graduates on May 24, 2012.   

 

Tassels are worn on the RIGHT side of the cap during the ceremony and at the beginning of the 

ceremony.  During the ceremony, you will be instructed by a classmate to turn your tassel to the left and 

to reverse your ring.  This is a class tradition and must be done as a group.  Please be respectful of the 

tradition by ensuring that your tassel is on the right side 

 

6) Pictures- No family, friends, etc. will be allowed in the stage floor/area for any reason.  The 

photographer will be at the foot of the stage to take the graduates pictures as they exit the stage.  You 

will receive proofs by mail with an opportunity to purchase these pictures.  Make plans for pictures 

according to this information. 

 

7) Behavior-Please understand that many people have worked very hard to make your graduation 

ceremony the best and most memorable that it can possibly be.  Please do not disrespect yourself or the 

efforts of any individuals who have worked hard for you by acting in a manner that is inappropriate for a 

ceremony as formal and memorable as graduation.

Graduation Dress Code: 
 

Tassels are worn on the RIGHT side of the cap during the ceremony and at the beginning of the ceremony.  

During the ceremony, you will be instructed by a classmate to turn your tassel to the left. 

 

Girls: 

 

1) Girls must wear a white dress shirt, dark dress pants, and dark dress shoes.  (Please note that dark 

constitutes black or dark navy blue.)  Anything light such as grey or khaki is not acceptable.  Jeans, tennis 

shoes, hunting boots, sandals, bowling shoes, cowboy boots, hiking shoes, flip flops, etc. are not permitted. 

 

2) Shoes- The shoe must be secured to the back of your foot or heel by a strap.  No extremely high heels.  

(You will have to go up and down a flight of stairs-Safety!) 

 

3) Jewelry should be kept to a minimum.  NO make up of ANY kind. 

 

4) The CAP should be worn so that it sits flat on the top of the head, not on the back of the head. 

 

5) No cell phones, cameras, video recorders, etc.

Boys:   

 

1) Boys must wear a white dress shirt, a dark tie, dark dress pants, and dark dress shoes.  (Please 

note that dark constitutes black or dark navy blue.)  Anything light such as grey or khaki is not acceptable.  

Jeans, tennis shoes, hunting boots, sandals, bowling shoes, cowboy boots, hiking shoes, flip flops, etc. are 

not permitted. 

 

2) Ties are a requirement for graduation.  There is no exception to this requirement! 

 

3) The CAP should be worn so that it sits flat on the top of the head, not on the back of the head.
